In addition to the
wide selection of printed materials, students will have access to more than 68,000 electronic
books and journals. The library is also home to some rare artifacts, including historic articles,
letters and clippings, as well as art and sculpture from artists famous and unknown.

The library is open on Saturday from 10 am — 6 pm. Group Study Rooms are available for use
on a first come, first served basis. Reservations must be made to gain access to the study rooms;

The café is equipped with internet access and a
Starbuck coffee kiosk. The Library Café is located in the basement of Whitehead Hall and is
opened 24 hours/7 days a week to BMCC students with a valid student ID.
