The coordinator’s office is in Carman Hall, Room CA-222, a classroom. The coordinator’s hours
are 1:30 pm to 6:30 pm on Friday.

Students can access the Lehman College Library with their temporary Lehman student ID cards
or their BMCC Student ID. However, there are not any printers. Students can use the library for
studying or researching information on databases. The Library closes at 5:30 pm on Friday.

When classes are in
session, the cafe usually closes at 2:30 pm, but the cafeteria is always open for students and
faculty who want to purchase snacks or beverages from vending machines.
