and Time on the right end of the taskbar.
Notifications are grouped by the app that
triggered them.

e Click a notification to open it in the
associated app.

o Click a notification’s X Clear button to
clear the notification.

e Click an app’s X Clear button to clear all
that app’s notifications.

o Click the Clear All button to clear all
notifications at once.

Some of the categories available that will help
ensure Windows is secure include:

e Virus & threat protection checks your
computer for viruses and other malicious
files.

e Firewall & network protection configures
network firewalls for both private and public
networks to keep your computer safe from
network attacks.

e App & browser control configures
warnings for suspicious files, applications,
and websites that you download and visit.

e Device performance & health keeps track
of system, software, and driver updates,
while monitoring storage space and battery
life.
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
